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Delta Dental Foundation Awards $1,000 Smiles for Kids Grant to America’s

provide oral health resource toolkits to afterschool, expanded learning, and summer learning programs 
across North Carolina.  
 
The oral health resource toolkits include a comprehensive oral health curriculum, educational activity 
sheets, toothbrushes, and access to an online portal with additional downloadable resources. Through 
this oral health education program, America’s ToothFairy engages health professionals, educators, 
parents, and other community leaders as oral health educators and advocates.  
 
“Education is key to helping children and their caregivers value their oral health and instill positive 
lifelong behaviors to prevent dental disease,” said Jill Malmgren, Executive Director of America’s 
ToothFairy. “Thanks to the Delta Dental Foundation’s support, North Carolina afterschool and other 
learning programs will have essential tools and resources to educate the children they serve and make 
learning about oral health fun!” 
 
The Delta Dental Foundation focuses on ensuring that children and adults in North Carolina receive high-
quality oral health education and dental care. The grant received by America’s ToothFairy is one of 19 
grants totaling $65,800 that DDF is donating to North Carolina oral health organizations and programs. 
This is the first year that America’s ToothFairy has been awarded a Smiles for Kids grant.  Grant 
recipients were selected based on criteria that included the number of at-risk children served, the 
uniqueness of the program, the level of community involvement in the program and the ability to 
measure results. 
 
“The Delta Dental Foundation is committed to promoting good oral health habits and providing better 
access to quality dental care for those who are underserved in our state,” said Curt Ladig, president and 
CEO of Delta Dental of North Carolina. “Supporting the work of America’s ToothFairy can help ensure 
that more children are educated about the importance of good oral health and receive the care they 
need to grow up healthy and be successful in school and in life.”
